Walking Hand in Hand for 30 Years: RMHC Hong Kong Brings Hundreds of Families and 

Volunteers Together for a Special Anniversary Celebration at Ocean Park 

 

[June 7, 2026, Hong Kong] Ronald McDonald House Charities Hong Kong (RMHC Hong Kong) 

hosted its 30th Anniversary Celebration today at Ocean Park, marking three decades of 

dedicated service to the community. To support this meaningful milestone, Ocean Park 

generously sponsored 1,000 admission tickets and provided the Whiskers Theatre as the 

event venue, creating an unforgettable Family Day for RMHC house families, love 

companions, and volunteers. 

 

Since opening Asia’s first Ronald McDonald House in Shatin back in 1996, the charity has 

stayed true to its core mission of providing “Family-Centered Care.” Over the years, its 

services have constantly evolved to meet the changing needs of sick children and their loved 

ones. With the opening of the Kwun Tong House in November 2023, RMHC Hong Kong now 

offers a total of 89 rooms across both locations, providing a clean, comforting temporary 

home alongside essential psychosocial support. As of March 2025, the charity has provided 

over 180,000 nights of accommodation, giving families the peace of mind they need to face 

the long journey of medical treatment together. 

 

Speaking at the ceremony, Ms. Grace Fung Oei, RMHC Global Board of Trustees and RMHC 

Hong Kong Chairperson, said, “We started 30 years ago with just 20 rooms, and today we 

operate 89 rooms across two Houses. Our services have grown alongside our families, and 

none of this would have been possible without the unwavering support of McDonald’s Hong 

Kong, our medical partners, donors, volunteers, love companions and corporate partners.” 

 

To kick off the celebration, the Chairperson, alongside board members and the management 

team, led a simple yet heartwarming ceremony. Guests placed heart-shaped plaques, each 
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representing a specific service or commitment, onto a giant birthday cake backdrop. To 

express the charity's deep gratitude, our chairperson presented a souvenir to Mr. Ivan Wong 

Chi-fai, Chief Executive of Ocean Park Corporation, thanking the Park for making this 

wonderful Sunday possible. 

 

The event also featured a special highlight: the presentation of the 30-Year Long Service 

Award to Ms. Olivia Lee, honoring her selfless dedication and continuous contribution to the 

charity since its very first day. 

 

Looking ahead, RMHC Hong Kong will continue its anniversary celebrations with a lineup of 

upcoming events, including a charity raffle sale, a Gala Dinner, the Charity Golf Classic, and 

dedicated movie screenings. We hope to continue rallying the community to raise vital funds 

and support even more families in need.

RMHC Hong Kong has always upheld its founding mission of providing “Family-Centered 
Care” to support ill children and their families. Operating in over 60 countries and regions, 
RMHC’s first House in Asia was established in Shatin in 1996, offering a “Home Away from 
Home” for families in need. 
 
As the core program of RMHC Hong Kong, Ronald McDonald House provides temporary 
accommodation and psychosocial support to alleviate the stress and burden on families 
caused by their child’s illness. With the funding support of The Hong Kong Jockey Club 
Charities Trust, our second House — RMHC (Kwun Tong) Jockey Club Building — officially 
opened in November 2023 to extend our services to more families in need.
